 Our council is known throughout the area as the most active 
and involved council in the city. Governmental and private groups 
present at our meetings and request formal input from our com-
munity. Knowledge is exchanged. Sometimes opinions changed. 
Some times we have a lot of infl uence. Examples being the rede-
sign of the store front of the 6th Avenue Smith Store, concerns with 
car and air traffi c that used to be associated with the LDS Hospital, 
or addressing east-bound thru-traffi c on our lower streets. Some-
times we don’t, like losing Lowell as a neighborhood school.
 Our agenda for December 2008 Board meeting included the 
review of a number of items that are being carried over from the 
previous year(s) and a few new items that were brought to our at-
tention just within the past month or so. A number of these items 
will become presentations in our general monthly meeting (the 1st 
Wednesday of each month at the Sweet Library) and some will just 
become articles for our monthly newsletter.
