GRANT DETAILS: 

Salt Lake City Police Department is applying for funding through the JAG grant program of the Bureau of Justice Assistance 
in the amount of $4,050,814. This amount will be split between SLCPD and the above listed collaborating agencies. The federal 
government has awarded each police department a set dollar amount, hut the grant is awarded to the agency receiving the most funds. 
SLCPD has developed a MOU outlining the dollar amount for each agency, and how the agency has agreed to expend those funds. 

Salt Lake City Police Department has been awarded $1,610,150 of the total amount. The PD will expend those funds in the 
following amounts: $60,000 for sworn and non-sworn personnel training; $100,000 for overtime for the Public Order Unit and 
Directed Community Policing: Underage drinking party patrol, Pioneer Park Operations, Neighborhood Traffic Enforcement, etc.; 
$50,000 for prosecution & courts restorative justice project with SLCo Criminal Justice; $10,000 for Crime Prevention Supplies; 
$140,000 for aircards to replace the current modem program; $1,235,150 for in-car E-Ticketing & TraFFc Accident Reporting for 200 
officers; and $15,000 to contract with Salt Lake City Peer Court which offers an early intervention program for first- second-time non- 
violent youth offenders.
