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SUBJECT: Donation of Unclaimed Bicycles Held by the Police Department

DOCUMENT TYPE: Resolution

RECOMMENDATION: The Administration recommends the Salt Lake City Council
approve the donation of unclaimed bicycles held by the Police Department to the Salt
Lake City Bike Collective.

BUDGET IMPACT: Based on past revenue generated from the auction of unclaimed
bicycles, the Administration estimates a revenue loss of $2,000 - $4,000.

BACKGROUND/DISCUSSION: Typically, the police department auctions roughly
100 — 200 unclaimed bicycles per year. The Mayor’s Bicycle Advisory Committee
(MBAC), in conjunction with the Salt Lake City Bike Collective, has requested that these
bikes be donated to the Bike Collective rather than sold at auction.

The Salt Lake City Bike Collective is a 501(c)(3), community based organization with
the mission “to promote cycling as an effective and sustainable form of transportation
and as a cornerstone of a cleaner, healthier, and safer society.” The group provides
refurbished bicycles and educational programs to the community, focusing on children
and lower income households.

Increasing bicycle use is a key to addressing our future air quality, transportation, and
environmental concerns. Bicycling is also a sustainable and healthy mode of
transportation. As the attached study outlines, due to the low cost to the City and benefits
of encouraging bicycling as an alternative means of transportation, the Administration
recommends the City pursue this action.
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
