The current Central Business Improvement Area (CBIA -06) expires March 31, 2010. On
November 17, 2009 the City Council adopted the Notice of Intention to create the new area
(CBIA -10). The Board of equalization and Review will hear and consider objections and
corrections to any proposed assessments for property owners included in the Central Business
Improvement Area. The tax roll for the Area indicates there are approximately 716 properties
in the Area with an assessed valuation of $2,019,921,835.
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
